Mission Moments

Help One Child

SANTA CLARA COUNTY has nearly 2,500
children who need out-of-home care due to
abusive or neglectful conditions. The county
provides a range of adoption services. One
county goal is to place a child in a home as
quickly as possible, rather than the Children’s
Shelter or a group home.

However, county resources are limited. A
shocking 30 percent of foster children from
our region are placed in other counties due
to lack of homes. There is an on-going need
for finding and maintaining foster families
who can support children and their families
in their own neighborhoods. Fortunately,
several private organizations are available to
help, including Help One Child (Los Altos),
the Bill Wilson Center (Santa Clara), EMQ
FamiliesFirst (Campbell), and Rebekah
Children’s Services (Gilroy).

Susan Kammerer, executive director of
Help One Child, came to Foothills in April
and told us about her organization. Help
One Child is a Christian ministry finding
homes and helpers for foster and fost-adopt
children in Santa Clara and San Mateo coun-
ties. Their mission is to “recruit, train and
support those willing to provide a home or
volunteer services for foster children.”

They provide several educational pro-
grams for training and support of volunteers,
as well as coordinating many volunteer op-
portunities. They provide information on
dealing with emergency, adoption, common
disorders, child development, child welfare,
legal, medical, mental health, and family
resource centers.

This is a small organization, with a bud-
get of only $375,000 for 2008/2009 with 41
percent designated for recruiting, 31 percent

Vacations

HE MERRIAM -W EBSTER dictionary de-

fines vacation as a scheduled period
during which activity is suspended.
Although Foothills Church never suspends
all activity, when looking for something to
put in the activities section of our Facebook
page for July, I realized that many of our
programs are on vacation. And that’s a good
thing.

Vacations offer us opportunities to let go
of the stress of our normal commitments.
They give us time, and quite often different
surroundings, in which to re-establish the
bonds of our most important relationships.
A study published in the Journal of Psycho-
somatic Medicine in 2000, said that men at
risk for heart problems who take vacations
every year are 20 percent less likely to die in
any given year than those who do not take
vacations. Vacations are good for our health.

And they are good for our soul. Most of
us have had some introduction to the prac-
tice of mindfulness, or being fully present in
the present moment. It is not an easy task,
especially when our surroundings do not
change.

During a meeting with a city planner at
my last church about a stop light the county
had put in front of our church without our
prior input, the planner told us that drivers
will pay attention to a new street sign for
about six weeks and within six months the
sign has lost its effectiveness unless it is
changed in some way. I'm sure most of us
go about our normal daily routine in about
the same way for a lot longer than six weeks.

‘We become blind to those things that we

pass every day. Our brains filter out the de-
tails, dealing only with the anomalies. This
is an essential brain function in our day and
age, when we process so much sensory
input. We simply can’t pay attention to ev-
erything and do everything we attempt to do
in a day. But when we change our setting
and slow down, when we go on vacation,
we renew our surroundings and renew our
ability to see the details we normally miss.

But I don’t need to convince most of you
to go on vacation. Some of you may be read-
ing this onvacation. And most of us will take
at least one vacation this summer. My fam-
ily will go to my 20™ high school reunion in
El Cerrito and to my nephew’s bar mitzvah
in San Diego in August.

Let me suggest one thing for you to do on
vacation, as you are relaxing, restoring the
ability to be mindful and reducing your
chances of dying in the next year: create a
Facebook page.

We will have plenty of activities starting
up in the fall and Facebook is a great way
for you to hear about them and RSVP, as
well as a good way to reconnect with family
and old friends.

Bud Oliver: The man
with the plan

Bub Ouver was THE man with aplan...to
build our Parish Hall.

‘When you or I gaze at this familiar build-
ing we see its steep English gothic roof, its
leaded glass windows, and its beautiful inte-
rior arched beams. However, when Bud
Oliver looks, he sees a muddy parking lot and
a curved Lincoln Avenue,
arching through one door
and out the other.

“The road went right
through where the building
now stands,” Bud recalls.
“What is now Lincoln Park
was just a big mess left over
from the abandoned railroad
track and the recently built
Foothill Expressway. The
Episcopalians sold us the
church in 1962 because they
were cramped and needed more
space...it didn’t take long before
we faced the same reality. We
needed more space for both the
Christian education programs and our adult
fellowship.”

Bud and his wife, Ann, joined Foothills
church in 1967, shortly after moving to Los
Altos. Within a few months, Bud found him-
self on the Property Management Board with
the assignment of trying to figure out how
the church could expand. “Little did I real-
ize this would be a five- or six-year project
with many church members helping along
the way,” Bud laughs. “To create the new
street routing and all the parking places took
the cooperation (and funding) from three

churches and two government agencies. Lin-
coln Park and the parking areas were not
even a concept when we began.”

He credits many people for contributing
to the building’s success, including architect
Ken Kelvin, lawyer Gordon Eustice, build-
ing co-chairs Fred Stafford and Ed
Woodworth, Don Boeckling, Del Fillmore,
Chet Darrow, Bill Dieffenbach, and many
others. But most of all, he remembers Pas-
tor Chuck Bezdek, who attended every city

meeting with him and when the
going got tough, would say,
“Steady as she goes, Bud.”

(For a more complete history
of how the Parish Hall was
A built, see the article elsewhere
in this issue, written by Del
Fillmore in 1998, for its 25%
anniversary.)

Bud was church moderator
from 1973 through 1975 with
an emphasis on improving
our Learning Community
(church school), and has
served many terms on
the Outreach Board. He
says “that should be what
the church is all about —

‘ th;f Bob Willwert®
helping others.”

Both Bud and Ann are from Cadillac,
Michigan, but they were friends and class-
mates for many years and didn’t start dating
until they had both graduated from college.
Bud’s dad was a metallurgist, who learned
his profession through an apprenticeship,
and his mom a homemaker. Bud had two
older sisters and a third sister, 17 years
younger!

“I was the first person in my extended fam-
ily to graduate from college,” Bud says.

“Now everyone in our own family has at least
a master’s degree and education is very im-
portant to us.”

Although the winter temperatures in
Cadillac sometimes went as low as 47 de-
grees below zero, Bud enjoyed the fishing,
hunting, and skiing. In high school he played
football and golf and worked as a golf cad-
die. At Central Michigan University he
earned a B.S. degree, majoring in math,
chemistry and social science. Each summer
he led a crew that worked to improve the flow
of water and fishing in the rivers in the area.

His next move he considers life-changing:
he was accepted into the Naval Officers Can-
didate School in Newport Rhode Island and
eventually spent two years on a Navy de-
stroyer, making two six-month cruises to the
Far East and then spending two years in
Underwater Demolitions (this was pre-Navy
Seal days) in the San Diego area.

Meanwhile, he and Ann started dating
after his first cruise. During the second they
wrote to each other every day, and were mar-
ried in the middle of his Navy years. Their first
home was in Coronado, Calif. Afterward they
moved to Madison, Wis., where Bud earned a
degree in mechanical engineering and their first
two children were born.

Bud’s career quickly took off, first at
Motorola Semiconductor in Phoenix where
he was on a one-year training program that
helped him earn his masters degree at Ari-
zona State and then at Fairchild Semicon-
ductor on the Peninsula.

“I left Fairchild in the eighties and started
my own business, PEI Electronics, which
sold high-tech products to Bay Area compa-
nies,” Bud says. “I retired in 1997-8 and sold

the company to two employees who were
minority stockholders.”

Bud’s community service centers on help-
ing others, “especially children, because they
are so vulnerable.” He served on the board
of directors for Child Advocates for six years,
was a Child Advocate for three boys, and
on the board of Family Supportive Hous-
ing. He currently is in the process of complet-
ing the paper work to volunteer at the local
Rota Care clinic at E1 Camino Hospital..

Bud and Ann have four children...Peter,
Melissa, Amy, and Sandra, and nine grand-
children. Ann and Bud took their children
backpacking in the Sierras for at least a week
each summer as they were growing up. Now
the family tries to gets together each sum-
mer, if possible, at Ann’s family’s lake cot-
tage near Cadillac (Ann and Bud spend
about two and a half months there each sum-
mer since his retirement). And on “Boxing
Day,” the day after Christmas, the whole
family gets together for several days to cel-
ebrate the holidays.

“I enjoy golf, biking, fishing, Rotary, travel
and many other things...but most important
is doing things together with Ann and our
family.” Ann and Bud have made many trips
to Europe, Asia, Central America and other
parts of the world...including several biking
vacations. In 1998, when they were in their
mid sixties, they had the challenge of hik-
ing up to 18,000 feet in Nepal, the same el-
evation as the Everest base camp.
