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a means to some further end. They do run
out. They serve a limited purpose, like this
computer on which I am typing this message.
It works just fine, at the moment. I am de-
pendent upon it functioning well, and totally
frustrated when it doesn’t. The computer is
connected to a printer. I want to print pic-
tures of my “babies” which it has done in
the past, but on this day I can’t get it to work
because it tells me one of the ink cartridges
has run out and my baby boys have a purple
face. I am not enjoying this.

Central to the Christian faith is that this
distinction between enjoyand useapplies to
God as well. God does not useus. God en-
joysus. We are not a consumer good, a means
to an end, a disposable item.

On the contrary, the whole essence of God
is directed toward building a relationship
with creation, with us, to enjoy us. There is
nothing more important to God than the
eternal pleasure of us. We are God’s chil-
dren, or as the Psalmist puts it, the sheep o
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his pasturéWe are the “rug-rats” of a new
creation perpetually learning to enjoy God
foreverwhich is one of the first definitions
of the meaning of faith in the Reformation
tradition.

Therefore, as you prepare your vacation
time this summer, balance your time between
those things you useand those things you
enjoy and if I may suggest, weight the bal-
ance for those things you enjoy Inevitably,
these things will include people and relation-
ships, creation and spirit, and that mysteri-
ous, wonderful quality called love.

Love and hope for those
who desperately need it:
Evelyn Vigil

W ITH HER HEARTFELT LAUGH and careful
listening, Evelyn Vigil seems born to her cur-
rent calling: chaplain at the main, high-
security, Santa Clara County jail. However,

she also spent a total of 18 years at the Los

Alamos (NM) Monitgsvorking her

way up from reporter to editor-

publisher. Before that, she spent
two years as an assistant in Sena-
tor Pete Domenici’s Washington
office.

“My parents were born in El Rito,
a small northern New Mexico town,
but they decided Los Alamos had the
very best schools in the state, and they
wanted a good education for their
kids,” Evelyn says.

She still keeps in touch with her
friends from Los Alamos and owns land in
the Northern New Mexico area, where her
Navajo grandfather farmed.

On weekends, her parents drove their three
children (Evelyn was the oldest) back to El
Rito where they played with their many cous-
ins and re-entered their large extended family.

“It was a rich, warm culture in El Rito,”
Evelyn recalls. “I am bilingual in English and
Spanish, English dominant, which helps a
lot in my chaplaincy.”

Her father taught his children to read by
placing his newspaper pages on the floor,
smoothing them out one by one, as he fin-
ished with them. Then he asked them to
circle the words they recognized.

“After he retired, he loved volunteering to
teach adults how to read,” Evelyn says. “And

the proudest days in his life were seeing his
children graduate from college — that was
why my parents moved to Los Alamos.”

In the early grades, Evelyn was extremely
shy and wore thick glasses and corrective
shoes. She buried herself in books because
she was told she would be blind by age 18
and wanted to get through as much reading
material as possible before then. Fortunately,
her sight stabilized and in high school, her
world expanded when she ushered at the
Santa Fe Opera. Another highlight
was winning a scholarship to at-
tend the University of New
Mexico.

“I started out as a geology
| major, but then I took a course
. from the well-known author
Tony Hillerman, who was then
head of the Journalism Depart-
ment, and I immediately
switched to journalism,”

she says.

After working on Capitol
Hill, Evelyn returned to Los Alamos and
began looking for work in New Mexico.
Soon an old friend hired her as a reporter at
the Monitor— where she eventually worked
her way up to the top spot.

“I like to say I had the only job in town
that everyone else thought they could do
better than me,” Evelyn laughs, remember-
ing some of the times she threw her phone
on the floor after calls from self-appointed
critics. (What? You mean our sweet Evelyn
can get mad? “Yeah — I’d buy six phones at
a time from Radio Shack,” she says.)

She still sends in the occasional article or
obituary to her hometown paper, in fact, and
treasures her friends there and her memo-
ries of the people and places she grew to
know.

Evelyn earned a master’s degree in Lib-
eral Arts at St. John’s College in Santa Fe
while working on the paper, and developed
more and more interest in writing about re-
ligions. After her mom and dad died four
months and a day apart, she finished settling
the estate and then moved to Berkeley to at-
tend the Pacific School of Religion, where
she earned a master of divinity degree.

The summer before her senior year, she
had to move out of her apartment because it
was on the asbestos-abatement schedule. She
signed up for a summer program in Clinical
Pastoral Education at Elmwood Correc-
tional Center in Milpitas.

“When I finished that, I was asked to fill
in as a part-time chaplain in the system, serv-
ing at Elmwood, the women’s jail and Juve-
nile Hall. Then they sent me to the Main Jail
downtown, saying ‘Can you do this for two
weeks until we find a man?’ — exactly what
they said at the Los Alamos paper when they
made me sports editor,” she laughs. (She’s
now been chaplain at the jail for nine years.)

“It became clear to me that the men
needed the sacraments,” Evelyn says. So,
although she was raised a Catholic, she de-
cided to seek Protestant ordination and
learned that Foothills Church would welcome
her as she worked toward UCC ordination. She
was ordained in our church in 2003 and has
been a member of Foothills since 2001.

Evelyn works Sundays through Thursdays
at the main jail in San Jose and also serves
on the board of the Council of Churches of
Santa Clara County, the Outreach Board at
Foothills and is involved in helping start an
ecumenical project to aid in the reunifica-
tion of families with relatives who have been
incarcerated. She offers Bible studies and

teaches him his final lessons.

After the story is finished, Chopra writes
about the Sermon on the Mount and other
important lessons that Jesus taught. He
shows the readers what might be their own
path to enlightenment. —Lee Rogers
