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Pastor’s message

How long, O Lord?

Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs is the
kin-dom of heaven.

O N EASTER SUNDAY I REFLECTED on how

to end a sermon. I have come back to
that thought, asking myself “how long should
the sermon be?”

Back in the good (or bad) old days people
expected to spend the day at church so ser-
mons sometimes went on for a while. A
preacher who could not preach for two or
three hours was hardly worth the chicken you
paid him. Over the generations sermons have
shortened drastically. Twenty minutes is the
standard today. In my first year at seminary I
tried to share all I had learned in a semester
and a half with my home church. Unfortu-
nately, I wandered in the wilderness for 40-plus
minutes which apparently felt like 40 years, be-
cause I was never invited to preach again.

In one small chapel, open only in the sum-
mer to vacationers, there was a well-printed,
carefully framed sign that hung by the door
that led into the chancel. It read:

To the preacher. The Gettysburg Address is one
of the greatest speeches ever given. It can easily fit
on one page. Jesus’ great stories of the “good Sa-
maritan” or the “prodigal son” take only a few
paragraphs. If Abraham Lincoln or Jesus Christ
can convey such depth and truth in so few words,
surely you can too. For God'’s sake, keep it short.

Oh, how I wish it was that easy.

People are willing to sit for a 50-minute
lecture, or scribble notes for an hour and a
half, but who can sit for a sermon. Person-
ally, I think it is because the topic is too rich;
we have to take it in small portions. It is like
eating a chocolate bonbon. You could shove
six bonbons in your mouth, but what is the




point of that? Better to take one and bite into
it, taste it, let it melt in your mouth and drip
gently down your throat, and wait for that
pleasant sugar tease and earthy aroma to rise
to your nasal cavities.

Something that is spiritually true needs to
be savored, tasted and touched and rotated in
the mind to understand it from all angles. Jesus
said: Blessed are... and then he elaborated.

Maybe it is best to stay with one idea:
Blessed are the poor in spirit...take it in, savor
the idea, and let it tease your imagination.
We don’t need to ingest all the blessings at
once. Leave something for next time, because
the best stories are those that keep us wait-
ing for more.

When I was a child my brother and I
would set aside 25 cents each week so that
we could go downtown to the movie theater
on Saturday mornings to watch the serials.
The Cisco Kid, Lash Larroo and Buck
Rogers were my favorites. Right in the middle
of the big fight scene when the hero’s fate
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was in doubt, just when the hero’s back was
against the wall, there came the dreaded
words: to be continued would flash across the
screen, and all us kids would let out a
collective groan. There was always “to be
continued” to get you back next week.

This is good advice for preachers.

‘We don’t have to say everything. We don’t
have to outline our theological position
every week. We don’t have to solve the prob-
lems of the world in 20 minutes. What we
have to do is present one idea, one pearl of
wisdom, one intriguing thought that will stay
on the mind for a while, and remind us what
a blessing it is to allow ourselves to be present
to the living spirit of a loving God.

Blessed are you... Just chew on that for a
while, let it melt into your consciousness,
warm your heart, and give you the energy
to be fully alive.

See you in church, and I will try to follow
my own advice.

From the Associate Minister
What are we doing
out in the woods?

THERE 15 SOMETHING about being away from
the hustle and bustle of our daily lives in this
urban setting that settles my soul. Maybe it’s
the extra oxygen from all the trees. Maybe
it’s not going faster than I can walk for a
couple of days.

But I look forward to opportunities, such
as All Church Camp on May 8 — 10, when I
get to be stationary for a few days and bask
in the beauty and wonder of God’s creation.
Happy Valley Conference Center is an oasis
in the midst of the sprawl that is Santa Cruz.
It was once out in the country and has main-
tained the feel of remoteness even as Santa
Cruz has grown up around it.

I was talking to one of our newer families
recently. They are long-time church attend-
ees and have enjoyed church camping expe-
riences in the past. As she was talking to other
church families about going to All Church
Camp, she discovered an undercurrent of
suspicion about what we will be doing out
in the woods that surprised me.

Perhaps this stems from past experiences
where churches seemed to be one thing on
Sunday mornings, but became more control-
ling and intrusive when people began par-
ticipating in small group programs or
retreats. Perhaps it stems from the fact that
Happy Valley Conference Center is run by a
more conservative and authoritarian denomi-
nation than the UCC. I want to assure you
that what we will be doing out in the woods
at All Church Camp is quite like what we do
here on Sunday mornings.

The program will be led by staff and vol-
unteers from our church. Matt will lead the
adults in the Saturday morning program,
focusing on how we make connections with
other church members. Lara, Victoria
Gaisford and I will lead the children’s pro-
gram. Hannah Feneron and I will lead the
youth program. The Friday and Saturday
night programs will be composed of offer-
ings from many different people.

Bring your favorite camp fire songs to sing
on Friday and bring a special talent or funny
non-talent for the Talent/No-Talent show
Saturday night. Sunday morning worship
will be planned and led by the gathered com-
munity.

We are not a creedal church; we truly try
to live into the adage: no matter where you
are on life’s journey, you are welcome here,
and All Church Camp is no exception.

We will focus on making connections in
our community of faith because this is one
of the things that long-time members held
up as part of what they love about FCC
in the listening groups last year, and one of
the things that newer members said they
hunger for.

Please consider joining us for a weekend
of relaxation, recreation and connection in
a location with a little more oxygen and a
little less stress. People of all ages are

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Beyond the Courtyvard

Devin Utter, a rare
breed: Bay Area native

“] LOVE SERVING on the Outreach Board,”
says Devin Utter. “It’s one of our main ar-
eas where the rubber hits the road. We donate
our money and our time to local organiza-
tions and that’s what we’re all about.”

A member of Foothills Church since 1964,
Devin has served on and chaired the Out-
reach Board a number of times,
and happily recalls the “great
leap forward” in 1997 when
the gift of an anonymous en-
dowment enabled the boardto |
significantly raise its gift
amounts.

“Instead of giving local
groups $50 or $100 per year, we
can give a total of $80,000 to ..
$100,000, and we’re grateful that
Bert Page’s good investments
have kept their value,” Devin says.
“We are also grateful to people
like Fred Cummins, who set up a
good new way to evaluate pro-
posed community projects.”

Devin has also been a deacon and served
on the Music Board, the Property Manage-
ment Board, the Fellowship Board (along
with his wife Carol) and enjoys the Men’s
Breakfasts each month.

Devin was born in Berkeley, the second
of four children. His grandfather was an
English professor at UC Berkeley and his
father taught English at San Francisco City
College. After he attended grade school
in the city, the family fled to the warmer
Peninsula where, coincidentally, Devin first
met Foothills member Bob Cole in junior

high school, in Menlo Park.

“My parents had a mixed marriage —
mixed religions, that is,” says Devin. “My
dad had been a charter member of the
Vedanta Society in Berkeley and wrote a lot
of poetry over the years, with many poems
about his Vedanta spirituality. I went to Sun-
day school at the Vedanta Church until I was
five and then I went to the Presbyterian
church my mother attended. My parents
sometimes would attend each others’
churches, but basically kept
their own identities.”

Devin’s mother started
out as an elementary

school teacher, but

switched to a long career
in social work for the city
of SF — a possible influ-
ence leading to her son’s
interest in community
outreach today.

The family returned
to SF where he gradu-
ated from the college
prep Lowell High
School and then
/ crossed the Bay to major
in electrical engineering at UC Berkeley.

“As a kid, I always liked building things
and learning how they work,” Devin recalls,
an interest and talent that served him well in
a 44-year career at Lockheed, starting in
1957.

“The company had actually started in Van
Nuys. I worked in Palo Alto, beginning with
analog computers for mathematical model-
ing and then later in Sunnyvale, mostly on
projects we couldn’t talk about: missiles, air-
planes, underwater craft and satellites,”
Devin says. Along the way, he earned two

-
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more degrees: a master’s in electrical engi-
neering from the University of Santa Clara
and an Engineer’s Degree in applied me-
chanics from Stanford.

He met Carol in Palo Alto and the young
couple started attending Foothills Church
after their daughter was born (two sons fol-
lowed, and they now they have six grand-
children).

“We especially liked the size of Foothills
Church — that was important,” Devin recalls.
“And we made so many friends we still
enjoy. Even moving to Saratoga was O.K.,
because the trip doesn’t seem that far —a 20-
minute drive for us.”

Devin retired in 2002. “At first I wasn’t
sure what I would do with my time,” he
laughs. “Now there is never enough time.”
Through a neighbor, he learned about “La
Boule Joyeuse,” the petanque club that plays
that French outdoor bowling game at Flood
Park in Menlo Park. (Petanque is based on
ancient Greek and Roman games, but actu-
ally started in its present form in 1907.)

“That is my top passion right now,” he says.

But there’s also his weekly math tutoring
session for 5% graders at Theuerkauf Elemen-
tary School in Mountain View, a program
sponsored by Partners for a New Generation
of Los Altos.

And a family mountain cabin at Hunting-
ton Lake, above Fresno, where Devin has just
completed a new set of bylaws for the
homeowners’ association. “The whole fam-
ily loves getting together there in the sum-
mer,” Devin says.

Last but not least, there is his Scottie dog,
Maxie, now ten years old.

“He is my constant companion and got
me through my knee surgery a few years ago,
so definitely he is also on my list of passions,”
Devin laughs. — Carolyn Barnes

Do you
have a favorite, nutritious, kid-friendly meal
that can be served family style to our 24-28
campers and the seven adults who work with
them?
